7:15pm- 8:45pm. The following guests joined the meeting; Captain Bassett, OPD, members of the PSC: Lynn Derderian, Alexis Schroeder, Zach Heineman, and David Scharff. Also attending were Amanda Peeters, member, and witness to the armed robbery in February in front of her home, and Kurt Lavenson, member and past president of the OHA.

In February there were daylight curbside crimes of two armed robberies, a brutal assault, and a pickup truck-jacking. There were also numerous night time catalytic converter thefts.

Captain Bassett addressed the rise in crime in the Oakmore District and what the OPD can and cannot do and what the neighborhood can do. Captain Bassett addressed numerous questions from the attendees.  The OPD is significantly understaffed and is responding to crime on a priority basis of homicides and use of force felonies. Investigations of the "priority" crimes that have taken place are slowed due to reduced human resources. OPD is recruiting new officers and staff but the rate of hiring and training does not provide a 2023 and 2024 solution.
